13. Is It Possible To Be Scripturally Converted Then Worshlp Wrong? YES! That’s why (1 Pet

14. Can NT Christians Unknowingly Worship Wrong Out Of Ignorance? YES! It can and does
happen. May they do it with impunity? NO, not if they know better (Jas 4:17) or could have known
better. Presumptuousness is taking arrogant liberties. (Ps 19:13) ““Keep back thy also from
presumptuous sins...and I shall be from the transgression.”

15. NT Christians In Denominations? A scripturally converted believer may unknowingly fellowship
with the wrong crowd until he/she learns better.
